If your
company has been changed without your approval, call the company you want and
explain what happened. You are entitled to be switched back to your company at
no charge.

Are billed for a call Call your Verizon service representative for local and long distance regional toll

Pay your Should your telephone bill become overdue, a 1.5% late payment charge may apply.
