CAPTION PROOF FIELD DESCRIPTIONS

Report Header 

Date (example 02/27/01):
Appears in the upper left corner of the report on every page.  This date indicates the date that the report was extracted from the DexMedia LLC database.

Time (example 01:42:52):

Appears in the upper left corner of the report on every page under the Date field.  This time indicates the time of day that the report was printed from the DexMedia LLC database. 

Title (example Verizon- Listing Proof):

Appears centered at the top of the report on every page.  This is the company name, the system and the type of report. 

Directory (example 012821 - Sarasota):

Appears centered at the top of the report on every page under the Title field.  This indicates the YPPA code and the directory name for the report.  All of the listings in the report are scoped to this directory.

Section (example W05):

Appears immediately to the right of the Directory field.  This indicates which white pages section of the directory the caption will appear in.

NPA (example 941):   

Appears centered at the top of the report on every page under the directory name field.  This is the Area Code associated with the Exchange that appears in the Exch field.  These values are used to scope the caption to the correct directory.

Exch (example 4112 – Northside):

Appears immediately to the right of the NPA field.  This is a four-digit number assigned internally by Verizon to the exchange area.  This number, along with the NPA, is used to scope the caption to the correct directory.

Report (example BE_018_G):

Appears in the upper right hand corner of the report on every page.  This is an internal code used by DexMedia LLC for parameter identification.

 Page (example 1):

Appears in the upper right hand corner of the report on every page under the Report field.  Each page of every report is numbered 1 through the end of the report.

Report Columns 

Control Number

This column lists the caption control number that was assigned to the caption by the NMC.  This number is important when changes to the caption are necessary.

Line No

This column lists the line sequence number that was assigned to each listing in the caption.

Ind Level

This column lists the level of indent of the listing within the caption.  

Listing Information


This column shows the captioned listing information and telephone number.

Listing Descriptors

This column lists various descriptors that are attached to the directory listing that appears on the same line of the report.  Listed below are definitions for several descriptors.  This list may not be all-inclusive.    

· PL= indicates that the listing on this line of the report is the Primary Listing for the end user

· FPL= indicates that this is a Foreign Primary Listing.  The telephone number of the listing is not local to any Verizon directory.

· AL= indicates that the listing on this line of the report is an Additional Listing for the end user

· MUL= indicates that the listing is going to be extracted to a directory that it is not local to.  The telephone number of the listing is local to a directory that is published by Verizon; however, the listing with an MUL descriptor is being extracted to another directory published by Verizon.

· WAL= indicates that the listing is a Foreign White Page Additional Listing.  The telephone number of the listing is not local to any Verizon directory.

· NP= indicates that the listing is NON PUB and will not be extracted to the directory

· AT1= listing is identified as a residence

· AT2= listing is identified as a business 

· AT3= listing is identified as a professional 

· AT4= listing is identified as a government 

· 00X= indicates the ALI code the was assigned to the additional listing by NMC. (X is substituted for any number, example- 001 or 002 or 023, etc.)

· WBLE or WBEL or WFLH= indicates that the customer requested paid white page advertising from Verizon Information Services

· ADV= indicates that the Advanced Current Effective indicator is set for this listing.

· CI= indicates that the listing is Caption Indent Text

· LS= indicates that the listing will be alphabetized by Letter Sequence

· SC5 or SC7= this is an internal indicator used by Verizon to indicate usage of the listing in neighborhood directories

· CCNA code= this indicates ownership of the end user listing.
